Making the RIGHT New Year's Resolutions 

Here are three words of resolution to live by  

(at least to remember our resolutions by). 

THE FIRST WORD IS REMEMBER. 

Remember God You shall remember the Lord your God (Dt. 8:18-20). 

Remember God’s Works Remember His marvelous works(Ps.105:5). 

Remember God's Commandments. Remember and do all My commandments, and be holy 

for your God (Num. 15:39-40).  

Remember your past Remember that you were a slave (Dt. 5:15). 

THE SECOND WORD IS LOOK.
